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In 1906 this natural area was
deeded as a gift to the city
by John and Abbie Frink.
That same year, the Olmsted
Brothers began design for the
boulevard and trail system.
A century later, Frink Park
still retains many of the
original elements such stately
Madrona trees and winding
paths which help tell a unique
story. Enjoy your visit.
